In order for us to be able to deliver this
kind of sub appellation quality at steep discounts, we must often sign non disclosure
agreements with the vineyards. *All the Merlot and Cab Franc came from a single
vineyard on the eastern slopes of Alexander Valley. The 4% Cab Sauvignon came from
Livermore, California.
